Change can
be difficult in that it might require us to move away from things that are familiar.
However, change can also bring freshness and hope. Change has offered me the
promise and gift of family as I was married this past July. Change is what we as
Christians are called to bring forward in our mission to turn the world to Christ.
Change is what God brought to a diseased world when He offered the hope of a
sacrificial Savior. Change can be cause for us to stop and review what we are do-
ing. What is going well with our school society? In what ways are we falling short
of our school mission?

We are truly blessed to be able to operate a Christian school society. Let’s
not take this opportunity for granted. Our community is a gift of God, our enthusi-
asm should be infectious and our willingness to challenge and be challenged should
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>0 be apparent. Let’s continue to work towards developing as a “community of grace”
e dedicated towards the advancement of our Father’s kingdom.

At the beginning of each year, students in
grades 1-6 are given agenda books. They are at-
tractive and colorful but more importantly, if used
properly, they are a very effective learning tool.

The purpose of the agenda books is to assist
students in organizing their school activities and to
provide the home with some necessary information
about the school. The agenda books are used as a
form of communication between home and school.
Teachers may provide information regarding the
students’ school performance. Parents may provide
information about students’ home performance,
questions, concerns etc. In other words, it provides
opportunity for increased communication between
parent and teacher.

To be successful, the agenda book program
needs the support and involvement of students, par-
ents and teachers. Effective use helps facilitate bet-
ter organization, improved academic performance
and improved home/school communication.

Teachers need to ensure that students use
their agendas properly and daily.

Parents need to check the agenda and com-
pleted assignments on a nightly basis and also en-
sure that the agenda goes to school each morning.

Students need to make sure that their agen-
das are updated before they leave for home and
also make sure that it goes home. By writing down
every assignment, students will know exactly what
materials need to be brought home for homework
completion and what materials need to be
brought to their classes.

Each through-
line, very deliberately, elicits a response.
Through-lines provide hints for how Christians
could respond. As well, the intent for using
through-lines is to determine what the biblical
norms are for things like justice, beauty, crea-
tion and for what it means to be servant.”

The ten through-lines are:

God-Worshipping Idolatry-Discerning
Earth-Keeping Beauty-Creating
Justice-Seeking Creation-Enjoying
Servant-Working Community-Building
